Check-in Procedure

Enter North Parking Lot near HACC entrance
Turn right and follow signs to vet health station check-in point

Vet staff will review Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, Coggins paper and do a
quick visual of the horse(s)

Upon successful completion of review, vet staff will issue a Bureau of Animal
Health “Blue Card”

Next, proceed to Horse Show Office with Blue Card and Veterinarian-Client-
Patient Relationship form, in hand, to receive your stalling assignment

Unload at the designated location

Park the truck and trailer in the North Parking Lot or at the off-site lot. Security
will direct.

The Complex has electrical hook-ups only for Campers. To activate an electrical
outlet, contact security prior to parking. Security will direct the exhibitor to the
parking location and activate the outlet. Payment for service must be received by
Security at the time of connection. Cash and checks are acceptable. There is no
charge for campers that use a generator or do not connect to an electrical outlet.

Once you and the horses are settled, return to the horse show office to register and
receive your show numbers. The horse show office will assist you in making any
changes to your entries, i.e. adding or deleting classes.
